(6) to have professional ethics and professionalism with strong innovative ability, analytical
skills, quick response, good use of a foreign language as well as the mother tongue and social
adaptability.

(7) to have proficiency in related theoretical knowledge of National Bar Examination, and to be
well prepared to pass National Bar Examination in senior academic year.

( Chinese for International Education )

I. Objectives

(1) The orientation of Chinese for International Education is based on the traditional major
Chinese Language & Literature. It responds to the national "The Belt and Road" initiative, and
is based on China National Institute for SCO International Exchange and Judicial Cooperation.
This specialism trains specialized talents in regional Chinese international education or language
service.
